$5 per paycheck or $130

Will help train 20 child care workers in low-income areas to identify and respond to child abuse

Provide emergency shelter for 34 men, women and children 
Will keep a senior citizen center open for one day 
Provide free in-service training programs for 2 elementary school science teachers 
Christmas for a family of four 
Will provide heat/air for a family in need for two months 
Can provide 1360 individuals with information on how to prevent child sexual abuse in their community 
Will help train a class of 40 teenagers about online dangers – cyberbullying, sexting and safe internet

Can pay for hands on music learning classes for a 2 low income children with special needs for one year 
Could enable us to make 13 full size fleece blankets (or more, depending on the price of the material) 
Will sponsor two (2) children for a week of summer camp 
 
$25 per paycheck or $650 
Remove a tumor or kidney/bladder stones from a pet in crisis 
Pay for 1 team attending a state competition (12 athletes) 
Provide more than 50 low-income neighborhood residents GED classes and job 
Provide paycheck training at a family resource center located in their neighborhood 
Will provide 65 weekend nutritional FUEL bags for a student 
Covers the cost of one year of diagnostic x-rays for Tennessee’s native endangered turtles, enhancing 
their reproductive success 
Car payment for a wounded warrior 
Would provide 730 individuals with the tools needed to educate parents and teachers on keeping our 
kids safe while on the internet and smart phone 
Will help teach 75 members of the public about signs of domestic violence and how to help someone 



suffering through this situation. 
287 meals ($2.26) for a homeless man, woman or child OR 10 men or women in life-recovery program to 
take GED test ($65) 
Can purchase adaptive equipment, iTunes gift cards for Outreach teachers to purchase apps on their 
iPads, and  toys for children with special needs for 3 classrooms this school year 
Could enable us to make32 full size fleece blankets (or more, depending on the price of the material) 
Will sponsor  five (5) children for a week of summer camp 
 
$50 per paycheck or $1300  
Pay for a specialist to perform a life-saving surgery on a family pet 
Provide lunch for 260 Special Olympics athletes 
Provide 100 Nashville-area individuals & families free income tax preparation by IRS-certified volunteers 
as well as financial education classes 
Provide water quality testing equipment for a class of biology students to monitor Tennessee’s streams 
Mortgage payment for a wounded warrior 
Will provide Christmas gifts, holiday food boxes and financial assistance to several struggling families 
Can provide 4,000 parents, caregivers or child care providers with educational materials aimed at 
soothing an infant 
Will help train-a-trainer (one individual) to counsel incarcerated men and women to help them make 
positive change in their post-prison lives.
